SUN PROTECTION POLICY

At Beech Green Primary School we want staff and pupils to enjoy the sun safely.  In order to achieve this we will take the following precautions:

· During the school day we will make sure that the children are not out in the sun for too long a time.  We are aware of the importance of shade and are looking to increase the amount of shade available in the school grounds as an ongoing project.

· We suggest that on sunny days parents apply sunscreen to their children in the morning, before school.  Sunscreen can be sent into school with the children, but they must be able to apply the sunscreen themselves.

· We encourage parents to send their children in to school with named hats on hot days – legionnaire style hats are on sale from the Parents’ Association.

· Children are encouraged to wear t-shirts that cover their shoulders in hot sunny weather and the PE shirts sold by the school have short sleeves.

· We will talk about how to be SunSmart in assemblies at the start of the summer term.

· Our weekly newsletter will contain guidance to parents at intervals during the summer term.

We will monitor this policy and review it on an annual basis.
